Background MRI Radiographers frequently have prolonged contact with oncology or claustrophobic patients, which makes them greatly exposed to emotional distress because of consistently handling patient's anxiety. Clinical debriefing (CD) is a structured discussion session where participants discuss and reflect on recent experiences. CD may offer individuals the opportunity to connect, share and discuss issues in a safe space to encourage openness and honesty. There is currently limited evidence of their use in the MRI setting. Debriefing after challenging situations such as anaphylaxis, psychological stress and emotional distress associated with engaging with anxious cancer patients, violence or abuse, may be beneficial.
